MISHAWAKA — Who knows where

Trewhella?

Actually, Al Rhodes knows.

“We'd be 0 and 3 right now,” the
Kingsmen coach said after Trewhella
continued to make a case as the area’s
most improved player with 26 points in
Penn’s 56-37 boys high school basketball
victory over visiting Concord on Friday.

“Matt just really worked at all of his
basketball skills over the summer,” Rhodes
said after the 6-foot-5 wing raised his area-
leading scoring average to 24.3 while
helping the Kingsmen raise their record to
2-1. “Matt’'s gone from an average shooter
to truly an excellent shooter.”

“l shot every day (over the summer),
worked on my form a lot,” said Trewhella,
who attempted just one 3-pointer all of last
season but has a standing green light
now. “I did shoot a lot last year but didn’t
have the right form.”

Trewhella was 4-of-7 outside the arc
and 7-of-18 from the field overall Friday to
go with 8-of-9 at the line.

The Kingsmen outscored the
Minutemen 14-5 in the second quarter for a
24-13 halftime advantage.

Concord (2-3) got no closer than 10
points in the second half, that at 35-25 early
in the fourth period, but Penn answered that
with a 7-0 run.

“We took a step forward defensively
tonight,” Rhodes said. “I thought it was our
best performance (defensively), and we had
a strong rebounding performance.”

That might be understating it. The
Kingsmen pounded the Minutemen 32-15
on the glass and finished with a 13-3
advantage in second-chance points.

“Their length not only got them
rebounds but affected our shots,” Concord
coach Steve Austin said. “A lot of times on
close-in shots, we were moving sideways
instead of taking the proper shot, and when
you do that, now the basket is moving. We
played a little afraid at times when we
needed to attack.

“We played hard, and we're a young
team playing a difficult schedule,” Austin
continued, “but we just need a little more
common sense. | think we’ll be OK once we
get guys playing together.”

Denzel Halliburton led the
Minutemen with 16 points. Cedric Mitchell
added 10 points, while Brandon Emerick
had nine points and a game-high five
assists

Freshman Noah Applegate scored
all of his 11 points in the closing quarter for
the Kingsmen. Point guard Tyler Seger
finished with nine points and three assists,
while Gunther Dittrich grabbed 10 rebounds.

MISHAWAKA —  Gunther Dittrich
continued his streak of double-digit rebound
games — and this time, he attempted some
shots to go with it.

One night after not even trying a
shot against Concord, the 6-foot-5 Penn
senior went 5-of-6 from the field and 4-of-4
at the line for a career-high 14 points as the
Kingsmen blew past visiting Elkhart
Memorial 80-51 in boys high school
basketball Saturday.

Dittrich collected 12 rebounds, giving
him 36 in the Kingsmen'’s three victories for
the week and a 10.8 average on the
season. More than half his boards have
been offensive.

“l thought about shooting last night,
but | didn't really have any opportunities,”
Dittrich said with a shurg of the 56-37 win
over Concord. “When | got the rebound, |
wasn't in position. Everybody was packed
on the inside, so | just wanted to find the
open man.”

“Gunther goes after the ball
wherever it is,” Penn coach Al Rhodes said
of Dittrich’s rebounding prowess. “He’s still
learning to control the basketball when he
gets it, not rush things, but hopefully tonight
was a break-through night for him.”

It was a fly-through night for the
Kingsmen (3-1) collectively.

The game got away from the badly
outsized Crimson Chargers (2-3) in a hurry,
with Penn leading by a stunning 48-12
count at halftime.

“They were five or six inches taller at
every spot,” Memorial coach Kyle Sears
said. “And they shot something like 66
percent the first half (19-of-27 with six 3-
pointers) and we shot something like 17
percent (4-of-22). It all kind of added up.”

Matt Trewhella led all scorers with
19 points for the Kingsmen. Tyler Seger
added 12 points and a game-high seven
assists, while Matt McCown netted 10
points on 5-of-6 shooting.

Ajenai Gary scored 12 of his 14
points in the third quarter for the Chargers.
Joe Smith added 10 points and a team-high
five rebounds, while Jon Bailey had eight
points and a game-high four steals.

“I'm as pleased with the second half
as you can be on a night like this,” Sears
said after his club outscored Penn 39-32
following the intermission.

“We're going to keep talking about
our shot selection, about making good
choices,” Sears said. “lIt's still an
inexperienced team, and when you come up
against some taller guys, it's easy to settle
for those 3-pointers.”

How much taller, really, were the
Kingsmen? Penn played five players 6-5 or
bigger, including the 6-9 McCown. The
Chargers’ two tallest players are 6-2, and
one of those two, Michael O'Toole, who was
sidelined for the evening by a first-quarter
thumb injury.

“Just like last night, | thought our
half-court defense was very aggressive,”
Rhodes said, “and we're doing an excellent
job of clogging the lane with our size and
making people shoot over us. If we can stay
in front, it makes for a challenging situation.”

“We have to establish our inside
people,” Rhodes said. “They have to prove
they can (take some of the scoring burden
off Trewhella).”

Both coaches pointed to
Washington’s 34-27 rebounding edge as
being one of the key stats of the game.
Even though Penn had the size advantage,
it was the Panthers’ ability to leave the floor
quickly and get to the ball first that provided
the edge.

SOUTH BEND — Here’s the bizarre
statistic of the night from Friday's high
school boys basketball game:

In the first quarter, Penn hit 12-0f-19
of its field goal attempts against Adams.
That's 63 percent.

In the second quarter, the Kingsmen
were 1-of-14.

That's 7 percent.

Hard to find success with a trend like
that.

The Kingsmen didn't, either, as
Adams rallied from a 12-point first quarter
deficit to claim a 64-56 Northern Indiana
Conference victory.

An excited Adams home crowd
erupted as the Eagles won their third
straight game following an 0-7 start. Penn
fell to 4-5.

Michael Green erupted for 21 points
— including nine during a three-minute span
of the second quarter — as the Eagles ran
through, around and behind Penn’s big
front-liners.

“We kept running and running and |
think we just wore them down,” said Adams
coach Milt Cooper, who went from being
aggravated early on, to being his team’s
biggest cheerleader along the sideline.

Walter Ellis chipped in 15 points for
the Eagles, Brandon Wadley scored 12 and
Te’Shan Godwin had 11.

Trailing 27-17 after one quarter,
Adams started the second period with a 14-
1 run and took a 36-35 lead into halftime.

From that moment, the Eagles were
always one step ahead of the Kingsmen,
sometimes by a point or two, sometimes by

six or eight. The pendulum swung back and
forth.

Leading 58-54 with less than a
minute remaining, Godwin sank a driving
layup following a Penn turnover, putting
Adams up by six with 43 seconds left.

The Eagles then salted the game
away at the free throw line, with Green and
Ellis each sinking a pair of charity tosses in
the final 30 seconds.

“It's hard to come from behind when
the other team sinks its free throws,” said
Penn coach Al Rhodes.

“In the first quarter, Adams missed a
lot of shots and created fast break
opportunities for us,” said Rhodes. “Our
team played well. But then Adams picked
up (its) half-court defense and we made
some poor offensive choices. We have to
make better decisions on offense.”

Matthew Trewhella poured in 24
points for the Kingsmen. Immensely
talented freshman Noah Applegate scored
12 points and snared eight rebounds.

Adams has done an almost
complete turnaround since playing the first
four weeks of its season without a victory.

“We don't talk about wins and
losses, we talk about playing our best,” said
Cooper. “We had a rough start this season,
but we were in every game. | think we've
played ourselves into a more confident
team.”

While Green stole the show Friday,
Cooper said he has a handful of players
who can step up.

“On any given night, we have five
guys who could each score 25,” said
Cooper. “We've got some of the best
shooters around. When they play as a team
we can be pretty good.”

SOUTH BEND — Down 17-4 early
in the second quarter, Jack Pozywio
recognized his time to take charge.

MISHAWAKA —  Tyler  Seger's
numbers weren’'t anything especially
endearing. It didn’'t matter. For Seger, this
night was more about enduring.

Providing an ironically fitting
development in a lopsided overtime period
that didn't fit with the rest of the game,
Seger’s only two points all evening were his
free throws that gave Penn the lead for
good in a 51-45 boys basketball win over
Elkhart Central on Friday at the Palace.

“l was very concerned over whether
he would even play,” Kingsmen coach Al
Rhodes said of his senior point guard. “We
tried to rest him, but then, of course, the
game goes overtime. He played a lot of
really good defense throughout the game.”

“There was no way | wasn’'t gonna
play,” said a stuffy-nosed Seger, who's
been fighting a head cold since Wednesday.

On an evening that nearly every
possession felt pivotal, there were 12 ties
and 10 lead changes. Neither team ever led
by more than four points over the final 22
minutes of regulation.

Yet, Penn (9-9, 6-4 Northern Indiana
Conference) suddenly erupted for 11

straight points and a commanding 51-42
lead after the Blue Blazers scored the first
basket of OT.

Central (12-5, 7-3) was eliminated
from NIC title contention with the loss.

“l felt we put good pressure on the
ball and got a few lucky breaks,” Rhodes
said of why the OT transpired the way it
did. “We did do a good job on the defensive
boards there. They got, for the most part,
one shot.”

“We just made mistakes and they
made plays,” Blazer coach Randy DeShone
said of the extra-session disaster from his
team’s perspective. “We did get a couple
decent shots we missed early (in OT). And
we had fouls reaching in where we were not
in good position. And then we're down four
or five and now we’re fouling because we
have to get the ball back. But Penn hit their
free throws.”

Indeed, the Kingsmen hit 9-o0f-10 in
OT and 18-of-21 overall, all during the
second half. Central finished 6-of-10 at the
line.

Matt Trewhella led Penn with 21
points. Freshman Noah Applegate added 13




of his 15 after the intermission, while
Gunnar Dittrich ruled the glass with 12
rebounds.

The Kingsmen outrebounded
Central 30-18 and compiled a 13-3
advantage in multi-chance points.

“We said one of the main things they
do is offensive rebounding, and they
basically whipped us there,” DeShone
said. “(Dittrich) tore us up inside.”

Rhodes credited his team with “a
better job in the second half of attacking the
basket area,” particularly Applegate, who
scored a handful of times on drives while
the Blazers were keying on Trewhella.

Adam DeShone paced Central with
12 points and all players with four steals.
Cornell Conner added 10 points, while
Antwaan Allen finished with nine points and
a game-high five assists.

Conner, the Blazers’ leading scorer
on the season at 17.1 per game going into
the evening, had sat out Tuesday’s win over
South Bend Clay with a back injury, but
Randy DeShone described the junior as
“100 percent” Friday.

MISHAWAKA — What happened
Tuesday night was more about the future
than the present for both basketball teams.

Penn’'s 51-34 win over Plymouth
was an opportunity to start the fine-tuning
process for the state tournament, which will
begin in a couple weeks.

As they walked off the court, both
teams realize there is plenty of work to be
done.

The Kingsmen (10-9) showed
flashes of being a team that could cause
some trouble in a Class 4-A Elkhart
Sectional field that will be dwarfed by
unbeaten Warsaw.

While Penn’s offense still needs
some work, coach Al Rhodes’ club picked
its spots to turn on its defensive intensity. It
showed in the second quarter when the
Pilgrims (14-6) committed eight turnovers
and took just four shots, making three for
seven points. It was manifested again in the
pivotal fourth quarter when Plymouth was
outscored 19-4.

“We mixed our halfcourt trap
(defense) in and had some success,” said
Rhodes.

One reason why the pressure on the
Plymouth guards was troublesome was that
Nick Felke, who averages about 15 points
while solidifying the Pilgrims backcourt,
played fewer than four minutes before
twisting his ankle. He tried to come back in
the second quarter, but was ineffective and
sat out the rest of the game.

“There were so many times when we
didn't take care of the ball,” said Plymouth
coach Ryan Bales, whose team committed
17 turnovers. “We need to be tougher on
the defensive end.”

Penn’s size, 6-foot-5 Matt Trewhella
(17 points), 6-5 Noah Applegate (11) and 6-
5 Gunnar Dittrich (10) gave the Pilgrims
problems. Plymouth didn’t have an answer
for the inside play.

This is the same Plymouth team that
took Riley to the wire in late December,
leading the entire game, before falling by a
point. Since then, the Pilgrims had won nine
of 10 games, their only loss being to
LaPorte in overtime.

Last Friday, Plymouth lost a
showdown with Warsaw by 16, then had its
share of struggles against Penn.

Plymouth, which was led by 6-4
Josh Anders with eight points, actually led
30-28 with 2:28 left in the third quarter. The
Pilgrims went the next 6 minutes and 38
seconds without scoring as a competitive
game dissolved into a rout.

“The last couple games we have not
hit our shots,” said Bales.

Plymouth, which has shot over 50
percent for the season, could manage just
45 percent (14 of 31) against Penn.

“Teams like Warsaw and Penn
aren't going to beat themselves,” said
Bales, whose Pilgrims will have to get ready
for the likes of Riley and Washington in the
4-A sectional at Plymouth. “You have to be
able to execute.”

Actually, the Kingsmen were ripe for
a beating early. They committed 15
turnovers in the first three quarters, but
were flawless when they put the game away
in the final eight minutes.

“We need to put the final touches on
our offense (over the final three regular-
season games),” said Rhodes. “Sometimes,
we try to do too much. We need to learn
patience on offense.”

Undersized and searching for a new
identity, Marian’s basketball team leaned on
Rodgers, a 5-foot-10 senior guard, and he
came through when it mattered most.
